On an A3 piece of plain paper (or 2 A4) Draw 12 boxes 8x8cm square.

In these boxes you will design different motivational quotes which will be displayed in the Diploma
Art studio to inspire students to feel positive, work hard and achieve.

We would like to you to show your understanding of colour theory and various art media by
completing this work in as wider range of media as you can E.g., paint, collage, pencil, biro. If you
would like to, you are also able to complete some of the 12 designs using photoshop/illustrator or
create your own photographs with the quotes in.

From these works we select out the best ideas and continue to manipulate them into final outcomes
within our first few lessons.
